Parents,

Reading, and a love for reading, begins at home. Give your child lots of
opportunities to read aloud. Inspire your young reader to practice every day!

Here are a couple of suggestions that we hope you find useful in helping
your child in becoming an independent, fluent reader:

* The most important thing you can do for your reader is to read to
them.
